River of Gold: Pre-Columbian Treasures from Sitio Conte
Drawn from the collection of the Penn Museum in Philadelphia, PA, this exhibit includes more than 120 exquisitely crafted pieces of Pre-Columbian gold work from the ancient cemetery site of Sitio Conte in what is now central Panama. The objects range from large embossed plaques, cast pendants and nose ornaments, gold-sheathed ear rods, and necklaces of intricate beads to polychrome ceramics, and objects made of precious and semi-precious stones, whale-tooth ivory and bone. River of gold is not only visually stunning, it also gives viewers an invaluable glimpse into a Panamanian society as it was 1,000 years ago. Because of the height of the cases this exhibit is recommended for 4th grade and up.

Transforming Tradition: Pottery from Mata Ortiz
This exhibition celebrates both contemporary and ancient artists from the small Mexican town of Mata Ortiz. Over 20 handcrafted pots (ollas) will be on display with intricate geometric designs, fine decorative painting and incising, and beautifully rendered animal forms such as pigs and ducks. Also on exhibit are ceramic vessels from the Casas Grandes cultures, which date back to the 14th and 15th centuries. The Casas Grandes culture (1100-1450 AD), which inspired the modern-day revival of this artistic tradition, specialized in making coiled pots, called ollas. This exhibition, while appropriate for all ages, also has some tall cases that may make it difficult for children under 9 years to get a close look.
